Scripture Study and Sunday School

Sunday School ~ Today in Sunday School, the lesson is, “Jesus
Calls Disciples” from Matthew 4:12-25. Jesus preached, taught,
and healed, and He called His first disciples to do the same.

Ask your
children, “Through whom does Jesus continue His saving work
where His Word is preached and His Sacraments are
administered today?”
